	7.  Parish Development Matters

Neighbourhood Plan
The Neighbourhood Plan has now commenced the statutory six week consultation period and will end on the 1st October. As at the 12th September 47 responses have been received, all with a positive view.

Graham Duxbury (GD) circulated a Neighbourhood Plan financial statement.  There is a current balance of £2491.48.
TATE
An application (Ref 16/05266) has now been submitted and can be viewed on the LCC public access system.

JR, GD, and Andrew Rodger (AR) agreed to meet and draft a formal Parish Council response to the application, and to consider the employment of Consultants to support the response.
HCA Update
The Parish Council have submitted their support for HCA’s application for 23 houses on the former prison social club land. One objection was noted on the application.
Site Allocation Consultation Process
Consultation on the plan is due to run from 26th September – 7th November 2016.  Analysis of the representations received and drafting of any pre-submission changes are expected to take place during November and any proposed changes will be taken to Development Plan Panel on 13th December.

To consider the Parish Council’s pre planning protocol process
A discussion was held about the pre planning process for individuals or organisations wishing to discuss development proposals with the Parish Council. It was agreed that the Clerk should draft a proposal and circulate it for comment with the Parish councillors.
